The Director is, 
also, authorized to execute such contracts, in the name and on behalfofthe Commissio n, upon 
receipt of sa id w ritten authority fro m the Mayor. 

NOTE: Evan Brinkman addressed the Commission and provided an overview of the project. 

NOTE: Chair Craven stated, "Thank yo u, Evan." She then asked if there were any questions fi·om 
the Commiss ioners. 

NOTE: Commissioner Irish asked, "Can you elabo rate on the benefits of having a five-year 
window as opposed to a different term?" 
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NOTE: Evan Brinkman replied, "That 's a good question. I think it provides some continuity with 
the fi rms that we use, and it also assists with the lengthy process of procurement. In the last 
procurement process, we had a difficult time getting civil engineers to apply. Even though it was a 
three-year contract, it took eighteen months to get one civil engineering finn on board . That firm 
was then only servicing the city fo r eig hteen months before we had to begin advertis ing aga in. The 
main reasons are continuity and the time it takes to procure the firms." 

NOTE: On a motion duly made and seconded, the vote was unanimo usly approved.
