Programming and events for 
Community Scholars and their mentors, which require space rental/setup fees 
and event food is provided.

Outreach

Formerly named Step UP, the Boston Educational Outreach is a city-wide 
project that directs key resources from Boston University to Boston Public 
Schools.  The goal is to give Boston students the best education possible and 
to help them reach their full potential.

Summer Sports Camp

Boston University hosts a two-day sports camp on BU's athletic fields for more 
than 70 children aged 8 through 12 from the Boston Center for Youth and 
Families' Leahy-Holloran Community Center in Dorchester.  Campers are served 
lunch, play a variety of sports, and are mentored by student-athletes and 
coaches.  The mission of the annual camp is that a college education should be 
available to children of all economic backgrounds.

BCYF

Summer Camp Initiative Sports camp scholarships awarded to Boston residents. $892 In-Kind Ongoing since 2012 Boston residents BU City-wide Community Health 
Summer Camp initiative was 
largely affected by the COVID-
19 pandemic.

The Consortium (Boston 
Cluster)

Funded by the Boston University Wheelock College of Education, this program 
offers small learning grants to encourage teachers to implement new practices 
in their classrooms.  The Consortium also offers semesterly professional 
development opportunities for Boston Public School teachers and 
administrators.

Upward Bound and Upward 
Bound Math/Science

These programs serve low-income, first generation college-going high school 
students.  Although this six-week summer program is federally funded, the 
federal grant does not provide sufficient funding to cover the costs of room 
and board at the University.  The amount includes the funds that BU provides 
to cover the residence hall and dining expenses for Boston participants in the 
programs.

Boston University Fitness & 
Wellness Center at BCYF 
Blackstone Community 
Center

Established by BU in conjuction with Boston Centers for Youth & Families 
(BCYF), this center houses a unique fitness and wellness program developed to 
combat teenage obesity in the City of Boston.  The program supports Boston 
Moves for Health, the public health initiative to increase access to free and low-
cost physical activities and healthy living resources.  Costs include staffing, 
operational expense, and equipment.

Boston University Initiative 
for Literacy Development 
(BUILD)

The BUILD partnership is a collaboration between Boston University and Boston 
Public Schools (BPS), and pairs BU students  with BPS students from preschool 
to fifth grade in helping them develop the reading and writing skills necessary 
to succeed. BUILD’s mission is to provide elementary school students with more 
opportunities to be engaged in literacy development through tutoring and 
literacy-enhancing activities, while providing a meaningful tutoring experience 
for University students working in public schools and community centers. The 
amount includes internal funding for non-work study salaries, coordinator 
scholarships and operational expenses.

Jumpstart

This externally funded program (Americorps via subcontract with Jumpstart, 
Inc.) is a national early literacy organization that recruits and trains college 
students to work one-to-one with preschool children from low-income 
backgrounds. Up to fifty undergraduate college students serve as corps 
members in early childhood classrooms in Boston and also enroll in a service 
learning course taught by a School of Education adjunct faculty member.  The 
amount includes salaries for administrative personnel and the course instructor.
